The Landowner Relations Director is an important role within the Beaver Valley BTC, responsible for 
the coordination of and maintenance of relationships with landowners to maintain continuity of the 
Bruce Trail route.  

Role Description: 

• Attend Landowner Relations Committee meetings as representative for the Beaver Valley 
BTC.  

• Attend and provide updates to the BVBTC Board at board meetings. 

• Have good communication, collaboration and networking skills.  

• Coordinate the maintenance of the landowner records for the Beaver Valley Club and 
provide information to related BTC staff. 

• Liaise with BTC Manager of Conservation and Trail to ensure appropriate communication 
with landowners on major trail projects and updates.  

• Support landowners and the resolution of any issues or concerns. 

• Manage the annual delivery of BTC calendars to landowners.  

• Assist the Beaver Valley Club in annual recognition of landowners.
